As part of our ongoing commitment to maintaining the beauty and functionality of our community, we would 

like to remind all residents about the importance of landscape maintenance, specifically in relation to the Rules 

and Regulations outlined in Section 1 (GENERAL) 1.5 - Landscape Maintenance.

Which states: “Lawns, shrubs, plants, bushes, or any other plantings must be trimmed and maintained 

regularly.

a. Walkway Encroachments. No landscaping may be allowed to overhang or otherwise encroach on 

the parkways or improved trails, except that roses are allowed to be planted in the parkways if done in 

accordance with the Architectural Standards.”

We kindly request that each resident takes a moment to inspect the perimeter of their property and ensure that 

any landscaping elements, such as shrubs, trees, plants, or bushes, are not encroaching onto the parkways or 

trails within the community. The presence of overhanging vegetation can obstruct pathways and reduce the 

overall safety and accessibility of these areas.

Your attention to this matter and your efforts in keeping our community beautiful and well-maintained is 

greatly appreciated. If you have any questions or require clarification on these guidelines, please do not hesitate 

to reach out to the HOA office.
